STEP 1 – CONSIDERATIONS FOR USE 
 
 

 
1. Ensure the grinder is used in a clean and well-lit workplace; 

2. Keep the grinder away from the high temperature sources including flammable, explosive, corrosive 

liquids and gases;  

3. Protect the grinder from damage from external forces or sharp objects, and keep alert and remain in 

contact with the grinder to prevent it resulting in a falling hazard; 

4. Do not touch the cutting wheel with your hands during working, and ensure the power cord is kept at a 

distance from the cutting wheel; 

5. Do not expose the grinder to rain and / or humidity for an extended period;  

6. When using the grinder, please wear a dust masks and acceptable eye-protection; 

7. This grinder is only used for concrete floor surfaces. Please do not use on other materials and surfaces; 

8. Keep the cutting wheel sharp and clean and replace them regularly, as indicated by the manufacture; 

9. Keep the cutting wheel clean so that it operates freely and ensure the track is clean and slides freely; 

10. Ensure the grinder is outside the reach of children and is only operated by an experienced technician 

familiar with operation of the grinder.  

11. Ensure your grinder is maintained regularly by professional maintenance personnel and only use spare 

parts that are designed specifically for this grinder; 

12. Keep the grinder handles clean, dry and oil-free.

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STEP 3 – OPERATING INSTRUTIONS 
 

 

 

 

Step 1：Connect the Vac adapter to the internal dust outlet before connecting external suction pipe to Vac 

adapter, secure and ensure they are completely connected. 
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Step 2： Hold the handles with both hands and put your concrete grinder on a working face and apply a slight 
downward pressure through handles. Then press the motor power button and self-locking button to start the 
machine (do not loosen your hands). The machine will proceed to be ready for polishing work as soon as it 
becomes stable. For different work demands, adjust the rotate speed by twirling the speed control knob using 
the left-hand finger. The machine must be horizontal while in working process. 
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Step 3：As shown Ⅲ, Separate the front anti-dust cover board from the anti-dust cover towards the direction 
shown by an arrow, in order to expose the diamond cup wheel for corner grinding demand. Repeat Step 2, as 
the machine will be ready to work as soon as it becomes stable. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Step 4：As shown Ⅳ, once you stop working, please loosen your hands and leave the machine where it is for 
30 seconds. Then Press the motor power button after the dust inside of the anti-dust cover has been well 
collected and cleaned. 
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Step 5：As shown V, for replacing the cup wheel, you should first take the old cup wheel down by following 
steps, (1) Put both ends of the Y type wrench into holes around the edge of the diamond pad. (2) Fasten the 
Hexagonal wrench to the lock screw. (3) Rotate these both wrenches towards opposite directions. (4) Take the 
lock screw off then install a new cup wheel by repeating above steps, you will achieve it easily.  
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LIMITED WARRANTY
